	Background: 
	Efforts to link sexual and reproductive health and rights (SRHR) with HIV services are vitally important. HIV is sexually transmitted or associated with pregnancy, childbirth, and mixed feeding practices for infants. The presence of certain sexually transmitted infections (STIs) further increases the risk of HIV transmission. Sexual and reproductive ill health and HIV often share root causes, including poverty, gender inequality, and the social marginalization of vulnerable groups. Linking SRHR and HIV is expected to improve health outcomes by improving access to and uptake of services. It can assist in fast tracking the 90-90-90 and the prevention of unintended pregnancies through ensuring that every opportunity is undertaken to ensure that women can access family planning, screened for STIs, tested for HIV and where necessary initiated on treatment. Integrating SRHR/HIV and GBV has been shown to reduce stigma and discrimination, reduce duplication of efforts and increasing the efficient utilization of human resources, and while reducing waiting and transport costs for Clients. 

The Joint UNFPA/UNAIDS Linkages Project in Lesotho was launched in 2011, and implemented from 2012. The project aims to promote efficient and effective linkages between HIV and Sexual and Reproductive Health and Rights and Gender Based Violence in policies and services to strengthen the national health system and increase access to and use of quality SRHR/HIV and GBV services. 

The project piloted the provision of integrated SRHR/HIV services in five facilities in Lesotho from 2012, namely: Mafeteng hospital, Maseru LPPA clinic, Maputsoe SDA clinic, Berea and Mohale’s Hoek Hospitals. 
Lesotho utilizes the “supermarket approach” that links maternal and child health services were offered under one roof by one provider and clients are linked to services to services. An evaluation of the SRHR/HIV Linkages Project in Lesotho found that there was insufficient capacity and resources to offer services in this manner, and the approach was not fully implemented successfully. 

	Purpose:
	To produce a multimedia video clip highlighting success stories on the Sexual and Reproductive Health and Rights (SRHR) program undertaken by Lesotho Planned Parenthood Association (LPPA)– “Working with men and boys on SRHR/HIV and GBV Integration.



	Scope of work:

	Produce a seven (7) minute video highlighting success stories of the Linkages project with special focus to the Male Clinic run by LPPA.

Specific Tasks:

· Document the interventions, experiences and successes of the program

· Conduct and film interviews of beneficiaries and relevant officials

· Add on video and photo materials from archives if necessary 

· Editing and post-production of raw materials (including voice over, music, etc)

· Subtitling in Sesotho and English

· Develop graphics, etc.  (if necessary)

Expected deliverables:

· A seven (7) minutes video delivered on a hard drive or USB flash drive
· Three 3 copies of the video on DVD at full resolution

· Still pictures of Interviewees, locations etc

· Video materials (first cuts, final edits and raw materials)
